PREP

In term 4 the Preps will be exploring kindness and where we see it in our
world through drama and stories. As part of the learning, we will be
focussing on fairy tales and dreaming stories, which will also be the basis
of our writing program about narratives. In maths, the Preps will be
leaning about Australian money, its value and how we use it.

GRADE 1

This week in grade 1, students have been using illustrations and short
paragraphs to read and infer meaning which is a comprehension strategy.

In writing, we have been focusing on recounts with an emphasis on
editing their own work carefully to add punctuation, detail and to ensure

it makes sense. Stud ents have also been using paragraphs!

In maths, we are learning about 3 -D - shapes. Students have completed a
range of hands on tasks and were introduced to the language of vertices,
faces and edges when describing a range of shapes.

GRADE 2
The Grade 2 students have had an exciting and busy start to Term 4. This

have a History and Critical and Creative Thinking focus. We will be
investigating the big questdtomimpactduwh
worl dj. The Grade 2s have also been
with Michael every Friday afternoon. They will also be heading off on an
exciting excursion to the Melbourne Museum and iMax  towards the end
of the Term.

GRADE 3

Grade 3 will be exploring the life and works of the famous author Roald
Dahl through our reading and writing work. We will be investigating how
other cultures celebrate and commemorate important dates and events.
Our science work will deal with the way sol ids and liquids are influenced
by temperature and our maths focus is on patterns and on interpreting
various maps.
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GRADE 4
This term in Grade 4, we have a lot of exciting and interesting learning to REM | N DERS
finish off the year. In Reading, we will be studying characters in some
well-known literature, parts of speech and poetry. In Writing, we are
finishing our persuasive unit, learning about using descriptive language

to show the reader not tell them, and also writing some Poetry. In Maths,

we have finished vol ume and capacity, and are now moving on to our
much anticipated Money and Financial Maths Unit. We will finish off the
term with a problem solving unit and patterns and algebra. Our inquiry

unit this term is all about Digital Technologies through the lens of
sustainability. Students will be solving a waste related problem using
technology.

GRADE 5

Grade 5 students last week worked on their note taking while virtually
travelling around the globe. Students visited two locations in America,
Japan and Europe, receiving some quick facts about the culture and
customs, as well as the geological and meteorological disasters which
happen there. All students have a long list of questions and wonderings
which they will use to make a choice on which country and disas ter they
would like to investigate further in the coming weeks.

GRADE 6

In Grade 6, students have begun learning about how electricity can be
created in more sustainable ways by participating in a variety of
experiments involving solar, hydro and wind ene  rgy. Some students have
also spent time improving their coding skills through the use of the
electronic devices, Makey Makeys. To tie this learning in with their inquiry
unit, they have started to brainstorm ideas for their own projects that will
endeavour to create electricity using a variety of sustainable methods.
These projects will be showcased later in the term to family members
(date to be confirmed).
