I know many of you will be waiting to see the first sod turned as part of the Building Education 
Revolution. Our site is proving a challenge for the Department of Education. Two double storey 
portable solutions are still their favoured option. As soon as they give me the plans and the 
process I will share it with School Council and we can all move forward confident that our children 
and teachers will be housed in spaces that enable the best learning outcomes. 
Over the next few weeks I will be working with the teachers to ensure a smooth start for next year. 
We will be making arrangements for grades. It is an extremely complex process as teachers look 
at every individual; note their progress in numeracy and literacy, take account of gender and try to 
compose a class that has a good mix of learning styles and personalities. From time to time 
parents may have information that will help support this process. This specifically relates to a 
conflict between families that we may not be aware of, or a friendship between children that may 
mean that one child would be better separated from another. This year, any request of this nature 
must come in writing to me or to Elaine. These must reach us no later than the 2nd November. No 
request can be considered after this date.  Rest assured that we want our children to be happy 
and comfortable as this means a great start. If we feel, however, given all the other information we 
have about your child, that we are unable to meet your request we will contact you. Please 
understand that any requests for a particular teacher will not be considered. Our teachers 
are all generalist teachers. The teacher you might request, for example, for grade 5 might be 
teaching grade 1 in 2010.  
If you missed this week’s assembly; you missed a treat. We were thoroughly entertained by many 
of our children, but were also very proud of our two prep co-hosts. We would like to expand this so 
that as many of our children as possible have the opportunity to speak in public. 
 As you may recall I have asked the staff to make a list of all the things we love about our school. I 
will be asking the children too. Please try to remember to fill out the form in this newsletter to tell us 
what it is that you love about our school. We want your thoughts because that is how we can 
capture the essence of A.P.P.S. It is what will drive our vision. I know our children will enjoy 
reading comments made by mums and dads on our chart in the foyer. You will see at the end of 
this newsletter that you have a chance to contribute. Please do!  If you would prefer you can write 
your comment directly on to the sheet in the foyer when you pick up your children from school.
